The following is a partial list of products that are considered Universal Waste and Hazardous Materials.  These materials must be handled properly and  cannot be thrown in the trash.

Universal Waste

· Batteries
· Fluorescent tubes (lamps)
· Electronic devices (cell phones, computers, PDA’s, etc.)
· Cathode ray tubes (computer monitors, televisions)
· Mercury-containing wastes (thermometers, relays/switches and toys)
· Non-empty aerosol cans
Other Hazardous Wastes:

· Acids, Oxidizers and Bases

· Antifreeze

· Asbestos

· Compressed Gas Cylinders

· Flammables and Poisons

· Paints and Solvents

· Motor Oil and Filters

· Needles and Sharps Generated in Home Health Care

· PCB-containing materials 

· Pesticides and Herbicides

· Photo Wastes

· Solvents

· Treated Wood
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Construction and Demolition (C & D) Ordinance
Construction and Demolition (C & D) materials still use much of Marin Counties’ landfill space.  In 2005, 81,813 tons of C and D material were diverted through Marin’s MRF from debris box salvage, self haul, and diversion of clean inert materials. However, through source separation of materials and reuse we can greatly increase this diversion.

In November of 2000 the Marin County Hazardous and Solid Waste Management Joint Powers Authority passed a Model-Construction and Demolition Ordinance.  The Ordinance calls for diversion of at least 50% of all debris from Construction and Demolition projects.  Each individual city has the option to adopt and enforce a variation of this ordinance.
As of 2007 several municipalities in Marin have adopted C&D policies.  Please check with your local jurisdiction or the JPA or the Green Building Program.”
To reduce landfill usage, find out what your city’s restrictions and requirements are.

· Provide tax benefits for donated materials or cash for sold items

· Reduce Greenhouse Gas emissions

· Reduce the amount of material landfilled

· Conserve natural resources
