1. Call to Order.  The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 8:07 AM with Mark Riesenfeld as acting Chair.


2. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from October 31, 2001 and January 16, 2002  M/s Whitson/Riesenfeld to approve the minutes from October 31, 2001 and January 16, 2002.  Motion unanimously approved.


3. Approve JPA FY 02-03 Budget and Tipping Fees.  Staff presented the Proposed JPA FY 02-03 Budget to the Executive Committee.  Staff informed the Committee, they had recently received notice of a 50% increase in insurance costs for next year and, therefore, need to increase the proposed line item 2751, Insurance from $9,000 to $13,000.  The Committee discussed the increase in HHWP disposal costs with Staff.  M/s Whitson, Riesenfeld to recommend the full JPA Board approve the JPA’s FY 02-03 Budget and fee schedule.  The motion was unanimously adopted.


4. Support Letter for SB 1523 CRT (Sher)  Staff presented that SB 1523 would provide local government with CRT collection grants, incentive payments to CRT handlers, and provide grants to non-profits for CRT refurbishment.  The Committee discussed SB 1523.  M/s Whitson, Riesenfeld to support SB 1523 and direct the Committees Chair to sign a letter of support.  Motion was unanimously adopted.

5. Trash Cutter Award  On April 16, 2001 the JPA was awarded the Regional Agency Trash Cutter Award from the CIWMB for innovation of our public private partnership, efficiency of program implementation, and high diversion rate.

6. JPA Website Update   Staff discussed the JPA website progress to date with the Committee.  The Committee discussed the websites design with Staff and requested that Staff have the contractor punch-up the site with graphics make the site more interesting and inviting.

7. Open Time  Greg Christie asked if Grange Debris Box was able to bypass the JPA tipping fee collection system.  Staff had previously contacted Grange on this subject and was told all his disposal went to MRRC where fees were levied.  Dana Whitson stated that Sausalito had recently sent a letter to Best Buy requesting that they offer a e-waste take back program at their Marin City store.  Mark Riesenfeld stated that the JPA should consider approaching local large retailers of electronics to establish a take-back or education program on the basis of corporate responsibility.  Additionally, that such a program could tie into the Green Business Program and for to contact Alex Hinds, County Community Development regarding establishing a program.
