1. Call to Order.  The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 8:04 AM.


2. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from January 22, 2003  M/s Bengyel/Whitson to approve the minutes from January 22, 2003.  Motion unanimously approved.


3. FY 03-04 Budget  The Budget Subcommittee’s recommended budget includes the following: a $45,000 FY 02-03 Household Hazardous Waste program budget adjustment to cover costs associated with a greater than estimated volume; a FY 03-04 Novato household hazardous waste grant (the amount equal to selfhaul attributed to Novato); and, a Novato selfhaul reimbursement payment (first of ten annual payments).  Staff reported the FY 03-04 Household Hazardous Waste Program budget proposed an increase of 23% to cover increased insurance costs, staff salary cost, rent and anticipated volume.  The Committee discussed the proposed rent increase with staff and Joe and Patricia Garbarino.  Joe Garbarino stated that the rent increase was necessary to bring the HHW Facility rent up to a market rate and requested that the rent be set on CPI starting next year.  Additionally, Joe Garbarino requested that the JPA address issue of the HHW Facility space vs. traffic volume.  Stating that the facility has out grown the space and the volume of traffic will increase with the State adding cell phones and other electronics to the list of materials deemed hazardous.  The Committee requested staff place the issues of HHW Facility space, the anticipated increase HHW volume, and other HHW Program and Facility issues on a future agenda.  The Committee discussed the JPA’s membership in ABAG’s Hazardous Waste Facility Allocation Committee and its associated annual dues.  The Budget Subcommittee recommended withdrawing the JPA’s membership from the ABAG Committee.  Staff is seeking a legal opinion to ensure that Marin’s Hazardous Waste Management Plan, which was approved by the State in association with membership to the ABAG Committee, remains within the limits of State law.  The Committee discussed the Novato’s reimbursement request.  The Committee stated that both the proposed Novato HHW grant and reimbursement be paid to the Novato Sanitary District.  Further, the proposed grant and reimbursement funds are to be utilized for HHW purposes.  Wood stated that Novato Sanitary District staff would submit a report to the JPA annually indicating how and for what activities the funds were utilized.  M/s Whitson, Bengyel recommending the full JPA Board approve a $45,000 FY 02-03 HHW Program budget adjustment and the FY 03-04 JPA Budget (6.1 and 6.2) and County Contract.  The motion was unanimously adopted.


4. Marin’s Regional Integrated Waste Management Plan 5 Year Review
Staff discussed the Five Year Review of Marin’s Integrated Waste Management Plan and proposed schedule with the Committee.  The Committee directed staff to proceed with the proposed Five Year Review schedule.

5. JPA Board Chair, Vice Chair and Executive Committee Appointments.  M/s Wood, Riesenfeld to nominate Dana Whitson as Chair and Alan Bengyel as Vice Chair.  The motion was unanimously adopted.
