1. Call to Order.  The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 8:00 AM.


2. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from April 23, 2003  M/s Gould/Bengyel to approve the minutes from April 23, 2003.  Motion unanimously approved.


3. Household Hazardous Waste Program Update  Staff reported they had met with the City of San Rafael Planning, Fire and Facility Management and it appears that there will be very little CEQA involved in the Facility relocation.  Staff requested the Committee:  1. Appoint the Program Manager, Jeff Rawles, as the lead agent to evaluate and negotiate the relocation of Household Hazardous Waste Facility; and 2. To recommend the full Board reallocate $29,900 from reserves to the Household Hazardous Waste Program Budget.  Included in the $29,000 is $1,000 for a HHW facility and operations specialist.  Staff requested authorization to contract with a facility and operations specialist from the current HHW budget.  M/s Bengyel/Gould to appoint the Program Manager the lead agent to evaluate and negotiate the relocation of Household Hazardous Waste Facility; to recommend the full Board reallocate $29,900 from reserves to the Household Hazardous Waste Program Budget; and authorized staff to contract with a consultant to get an independent evaluation of the HHW Facility.  The motion was unanimously adopted.


4. Tire Grant  Staff has put together a State waste tire grant application to hold waste tire amnesty collection events and a public education campaign.  Staff requested the Committee’s authorization to submit the grant application and for the Committee to direct their Chair to sign a resolution authorizing Jeff Rawles to execute all necessary documentation to acquire the grant.  M/s Gould/Bengyel to approve and authorize the submission of grant application and for the Chair to sign a resolution authorizing Jeff Rawles to execute all necessary forms for the purposes of securing a Waste Tire Grant.  Motion was unanimously adopted.

5. Air Resources Board Diesel Garbage Truck Regulations  The State Air Quality Management Board is considering adopting regulations that require local agencies to enforce the retrofitting of diesel garbage trucks.  The League of California Cities and California State Association of Counties are opposing these Regulations as currently drafted.  Staff requested the Committee to approve and authorize the Chair to sign a letter joining the League and CSAC in opposing the Regulations.  M/s Gould/Bengyel to approve and authorize the Chair to sign a letter joining the League and CSAC in opposing the Regulations.  Motion was unanimously adopted

6. Marin’s Regional Integrated Waste Management Plan 5 Year Review
Staff discussed the State’s requirements and the Draft Five Year Review of Marin’s Integrated Waste Management Plan.  Staff requested the Committee’s approval to release the Draft Five Year Review for comment.  M/s Bengyel/Gould for staff to release the Draft Five Year Review.  Motion was unanimously adopted.

7. Open Time  Staff updated the Committee on the status of the HHW Grant offer to Novato Sanitary District.  Staff has delivered a grant contract and the District is considering the grant.  Staff is currently waiting for the District to take action on the contract.
