1. Call to Order
The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 8:13 AM.


2. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from April 28, 2004
M/s Gould/Bengyel to approve the minutes from April 28, 2004.  Motion unanimously approved.  

3.
Household Hazardous Waste Program Update.

Staff reported the volume of waste received at the facility has continued to increase, but is uncertain how long the rate of increase will be sustained.  Moreover, the impact of waste on the facility is predicted to be large.  However, it is difficult to predict the future.  The Committee discussed the benefits of short and long-term leases with staff.  Staff stated that it’s an entrepreneurial decision of the JPA and recommended a long-term lease.  Also, that staff hired an appraiser to provide the rent and facility value for lease negotiations.  The Committee discussed the success of the program and the JPA has the chance to do something right the first time for the long term benefit of the community.  If history is any guide to the demand for this type of service there has been an increase significantly every year since we opened it and we’ve had the good fortune to have a company that’s very dedicated to doing this type of recycling.  We have a program that’s working.  The Committee discussed including an appropriation clause in any lease agreement negotiated with Facility Management.  M/s Gould, Bengyel to recommend the full Board direct staff to negotiate for full size of the facility and to negotiate for a long term lease and report back to this Executive Committee as negotiations progress.  Motion unanimously approved.

4.
Waste Tire Amnesty Day Grant Budget Adjustment.  Staff reported the JPA Board accepted a grant for Tire Amnesty Day, and it is necessary to adjust the budget to fund the grant.  M/s Gould, Bengyel to recommend the full Board to approve the requested budget adjustments for the Waste Tire Amnesty Grant.  Motion unanimously approved.

Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant.  Staff reported Novato Sanitary District had accepted the JPA household hazardous waste grant and requested the Committee direct the Chair to execute the agreement on behalf of the JPA.  M/s Gould, Bengyel to direct the JPA’s Chair to execute the household hazardous waste grant agreement between the JPA and Novato Sanitary District.  Motion unanimously approved. 

6.
Amendment to San Rafael’s Household Hazardous Waste Contract with JPA.  Staff reported the amendment was necessary to better align the JPA’s HHW budget approval process with the contract with San Rafael so we don’t have to deal with updating contract exhibit.  M/s Bengyel, Gould to request the full JPA Board approve the Household Hazardous Waste Collection Contact Amendment with the City of San Rafael.  Motion unanimously approved.
