1. Call to Order
The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 2:08 PM.


2. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from January 26, 2005  M/s Stutsman, Gould to approve the January 26, 2005 Executive Committee minutes.  The Motion was approved by the following vote:

3. FY 05-06 Budget, JPA Budget Sub-Committee budget recommendation and Fees Schedule  Staff presented the FY 05-06 budget noting that it appeared that HHW Program costs had leveled off, the budget’s proposed tipping fee include a twenty percent reduction in tipping fees over FY 04-05, and that staff salaries and rent are contract amounts.  The Committee discussed the one day collection event in West Marin and requested that alternatives to this event been explored for FY 06-07.  Brad Mark suggested one alternative to this event would be having a drop-off at a Fire Station.  The committee agreed to consider these changes for next year.  M/s Gould, Stutsman to recommend the full JPA Board approve the FY 05-06 budget and tipping fees.  Motion was unanimously approved.  

4. Redwood Landfill/out of county waste.  Staff reported on the status of Redwood Landfill’s Solid Waste Permit modification application, a Sonoma County Request for Proposal (RFP) to transport and dispose of their waste, and the disposal life capacity concerns that these issues have on Marin and the JPA.  The Committee discussed Redwood Landfill’s role as a regional landfill, the JPA’s responsibility to plan for a minimum of 15 years of waste disposal capacity for 15 years and the impact that importing of waste from outside Marin has on the JPA’s disposal capacity obligation.  Ramin Khany (Redwood Landfill staff) then presented Redwood Landfill’s plan to steepen the sides of the landfill to increase capacity in order to expand the life of the landfill to 2034.  Staff questioned Ramin Khany on the progress of the highway 101 overpass.  Ramin Khany stated that the landfill is committed to not create an increase in traffic until the overpass is completed.  Committee members discussed increasing fees for out of county garbage sources, and the possibility of creating a JPA fund in order to prepare for the future sighting of a landfill or other disposal strategy.  Committee members stated that the county needs to levy a fee waste from out-of-county sources to compensate Marin’s loss of disposal capacity.  M/s Gould, Whitson to request a report from staff that would describe the responsibility of the JPA in planning for solid waste disposal capacity, the JPA’s role in the Redwood Landfill Environmental Impact Report review, and the relationship the LEA action has with the California Integrated Waste Management Board.
5. Bay area Recycling Outreach Coalition.  Staff reported that the JPA has been participating in a Bay Area regional waste reduction campaign that the USPS Postmaster had a problem with.  For FY 04-05 the campaign focused on junk mail reduction and the Postmaster objected because junk mail is significant part of their business.  Staff recommended continuing the JPA’s participation in this junk mail reduction campaign, but wanted the JPA members to be aware of the Postmaster’s opposition.  The committee discussed the campaign and the postmaster’s objections.  M/s Gould, Stutsman to continue the JPA’s opposition.  Motion unanimously approved.

6.
Open Time.  Staff reported that at a future meeting Supervisor McGlashan requested an agenda item on San Francisco’s grocery bag fee of 17 cents a bag to explore interest in instituting a fee in the County of Marin.  Staff presented a copy of the JPA’s 2005 Marin Phone book Recycling Guide
