1. Call to Order  The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 9:03 AM.


2. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from April 27, 2005  M/s Stutsman, Gould to approve the April 27, 2005 Executive Committee minutes.  The Motion was unanimously approved.


3. 2004 Annual Report and Diversion Rate  Staff reported they have completed Marin’s 2004 Annual report, finding Marin achieved 77% diversion in 2004.  The State has instructed municipalities to delay the submittal of their 2004 Annual reports until economic, population and employment data become available.  Staff additionally reported, Marin’s increase in diversion was not isolated to one material type and had experienced increase across all diversion programs.

4. Redwood Landfill Permit Modification Request  Staff reported they reviewed and submitted comments on the Redwood Landfill Permit Modification Application’s Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR).  Additionally, that the County is working with Redwood on developing a out of county waste mitigation fee.  Also, if Redwood Landfill does not agree to a out of county waste mitigation fee the County reserves the right to consider implementing the fee by ordinance.  Staff reported County Counsel and Marin’s Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) staff have been invited to this meeting to responds to specific concerns and questions of the Executive Committee.  Cynthia Barnard (LEA) provided the Committee with an update on FEIR and Redwood project.  Nancy Grisham discussed with the Committee the proposed mitigation fee for out of county waste delivered to Redwood Landfill.  The Committee discussed Redwood Landfill’s disposal capacity, present and proposed, with staff and the LEA.  The LEA reported the permitted disposal capacity of Redwood Landfill’s current SWFP allocates capacity until year 2039. The Committee discussed the need to preserve and maintain the same level of disposal capacity as currently specified in Redwood Landfill’s Solid Waste Facility Permit.  M/s Gould, Stutsman requesting Staff to communicate to the County Environmental Coordinator that the JPA requests that the final outcome of Redwood Landfill’s permit modification and environmental review process does not diminish capacity and lifespan of the landfill below currently permitted quantity. Motion was approved unanimously. 

5. Chair and Vice Chair Appointments  M/s Whitson/Gould to nominate Debbie Stutsman and Chair and Daniel Keen as Vice Chair.  Motion approved unanimously.

6. Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant  M/s Gould, Stutsman recommending the JPA Board approve and authorize its Chair to sign the household hazardous waste grant with Novato Sanitary District.  Motion approved unanimously.
