Call to Order  The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 10:02 AM.


1. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from January 25, 2006.  M/s Nordhoff, Rodericks to approve the January 25, 2006 Executive Committee minutes.  The Motion was unanimously approved.

2. FY 06-07 Budget, JPA Budget Subcommittee Recommendation and Fee Schedule.  Staff presented the FY 06-07 budget noting that it appeared that HHW Program costs had leveled off, the budget’s proposed tipping fee include a ten percent reduction in tipping fees over FY 05-06, and that staff salaries and rent are contract amounts.  The Committee discussed the proposed budget, proposed changes to the West Marin HHW collection, and HHW Program stabilization.  M/s Nordhoff, Hymel to recommend the full JPA Board approve the FY 06-07 budget and tipping fees.  Motion was unanimously approved.

3. Debriefing on Zero Waste Workshop by Supervisor Charles McGlashan.  Marin Board of Supervisor and JPA Board Alternate Charles McGlashan reported that on April 18th, he held a workshop in the Board Chambers on a concept called Zero Waste. The workshop focused on how Marin can move forward in reducing waste streams to our landfills.  Supervisor McGlashan indicated the most important idea from the workshop is that over time government agencies need to develop a partnerships with manufacturers so that products can be “taken back” when consumers are finished with them.  Closing the loop with a “taken back” system would enable products to be reused over and over, so they would live from “cradle-to-cradle” instead of “cradle-to-grave” in our landfills.  While recycling is an important action, working on product take-back systems and rules would be a valuable step for Marin County and the State.

The Executive Committee discussed supporting “take back” legislation and the need for statewide Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) with staff and Supervisor McGlashan.  M/s Nordhoff, Hymel to include working with other municipalities in the Bay Area forming a group to lobby the State for product take-back and EPR legislation in staff’s workplan.  Motion was unanimously approved.

4. JPA AB 939 Local Task Force Membership  Staff reported there are four vacancies on the JPA’s AB 939 Local Task Force (LTF).  The vacancies are as follows:  County Member, Special District Member, Environmental Forum Member, and Hauler/Facility Operator Member.  Additionally, next year staff will begin Marin’s five year review of the JPA’s Integrated Waste Mangement Plan, which will require consulting with the LTF.  The Committee discussed the LTF selection process with staff.  M/s Nordhoff, Roderick to direct staff to solicit appointments and place LTF selection of the next Executive Committee agenda.  Motion unanimously approved.

5. Household Hazardous Waste Program Grant  Staff reported they are working with HHW Facility Management and San Rafael Fire to prepare a California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) grant applications to fund expansion of the San Rafael HHW Facility and to coordinate Marin U-Waste efforts.  Staff updated the Committee on the status of HHW Facility move and noted lease negotiations must be completed prior to accepting grant funds, if awarded.  The Committee discussed the HHW Facility expansion.  M/s Nordhoff, Roderick authorized the Chair to sign a resolution authorizing staff to submit grant and execute any necessary forms to apply for CIWMB HHW grant.  Motion unanimously approved.
