Call to Order The Board of Directors meeting came to order at 9:07 AM.
2.
 Approval of JPA Board Meeting Minutes

a) JPA Board Meeting Minutes from May 26, 2005  M/s Tashiro, Keen to approve the May 26, 2005 JPA Board Meeting Minutes.  The Motion to approve the May 26, 2005 JPA Board meeting minutes was unanimously approved.


b) JPA Board meeting Minutes from November 21, 2005  M/s Tashiro, Keen to approve the November 21, 2005 JPA Board Meeting Minutes.  The Motion to approve the November 21, 2005 JPA Board meeting minutes was unanimously approved.

3. Approve JPA FY 06-07 Budget, Contract, and Tipping Fee Resolution  Staff reported the changes in the budget due to reduced Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) fees,  HHW facility expansion, grant funding, support of Zero Waste legislation, State mandates for large venue and new development recycling, and the JPA Over Site Committee’s request for more outreach.  County Contract expenditures budgeted for salaries and wages, rent and indirect County overhead are contract amounts for these services.  M/s Nordoff, Rodericks to recommend the full JPA Board approve the FY 06-07 budget, County Contract and Tipping Fee Schedule and Resolution.  Motion was unanimously approved.
4. 2005 Financial Statements and Auditor’s Report Staff reported that fees grew considerably in 2005 to replenish reserves  and that there were no exceptions noted in audit.  The Board discussed the Auditors Report with staff.  M/s Bonander, Rodericks to accept the Auditor’s Report.  Motion was unanimously approved.
5. 2004 Annual Report and Diversion Rate Staff reported that the recently submitted 2004 report showed that we reached 77% it will go to the biennial review in 2007.  Staff reported it is the highest countywide diversion rate in the state.  The Board discussed the concept of Zero Waste and ways to increase diversion.
6. FY 05-06 Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant Staff reported that if approved it will be the third year the JPA has given a grant to Novato for their HHW Facility does not participate in the HHW facility.  The grant is a share of the tipping fee that we pay to them to operate their own HHW facility.  M/s Bonander, Nordoff to approve the FY 05-06 Novato HHW Grant.  Motion was unanimously approved.
7. AB 939 Local Task Force  Staff reported that in FY 07-08 the JPA’s Regional Integrated Waste Management Plan will need to be updated with the Five Year Review process.  And, the AB 939 Local Task Force (LTF) will have a review role in the update process.  Staff reported there are currently three vacancies on the LTF.  The Board discussed the vacancies and the LTF approval process adopted by the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee, at its April 26, 2006 meeting, directed staff to add filling vacancies and reconvening the task force to the work plan.  The Board asked that staff send out the current LTF roster specifying which agencies have vacancies to solicit nominations to be brought back the JPA at their November meeting.
8. Executive Committee Report  The Board reviewed the Executive Committee Reports from October 26, 2005 and January 25 and April 26, 2006.  There were no further comments.
