Call to Order  The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 10:04 AM.

1. Approve Executive Committee Minutes from April 26, 2006.  M/s Hymel, Rodericks to approve the April 26, 2006 Executive Committee minutes.  The Motion was unanimously approved.

2. Annual Report Preparation and Approval. Staff reported that 2003/2004 diversion rates were approved by the state at their September Board meeting.  Staff and the Committee discussed expanding the diversion monitoring program to collect more data from Public Works projects.  Staff reported on progress with implementation on the State’s Recycling Space Allocation Ordinance and staff will continue to work on local adoption with member agencies.
3. JPA AB 939 Local Task Force Appointments.  Staff reported on vacancies and introduced the applicants for two seats on the JPA Local Task Force needed to be filled by a Hauler/Facility Operator and a Sanitary District.  Applicants John Elam and Ramin Khany spoke about what they could contribute to the Local Task Force.  M/s Keen, Rodericks to recommend the JPA Board to appoint John Elam as the Sanitary District seat, and Ramin Khany to the Hauler/Facility Operator seat of the Local Task Force.  Motion was unanimously approved.
4. Market Assessment Action Plan.  Staff reported that it has been selected as the pilot agency for the California Integrated Waste Management Board’s Materials Assessment Action Plan, which will examine the end uses of recyclable materials to help strengthen markets.  Staff stated that Marin was chosen as the pilot due to the JPA’s meticulous collection of data and a cooperative relationship with the areas haulers.  The Committee discussed the MAAP and its benefits with staff.

5. Zero Waste.  Staff presented two resolutions, a Zero Waste Resolution setting a goal of 80% landfill diversion by 2012 and zero waste by 2025, and a Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) Resolution that would allow staff to support product take back legislation for Universal Waste products.  Committee members, staff, Patty Garbarino, Charles MacGlashan and John Elam discussed the likelihood goals will be reached and the impact of these resolutions in making progress and making a statement.  M/s Nordhoff, Keen to recommend the JPA Board full approval of the Zero Waste and EPR resolutions.  Motion was unanimously approved.


6. Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Program Grant.  Staff reported that the JPA applied for two HHW grants, an Infrastructure Grant, for facility expansion and development, and a Coordination Grant, for region-wide Universal Waste Programs.  The JPA was denied the Infrastructure Grant, but was given $7,000 in funding under the HHW Coordination Grant Program.  Staff stated that the funding will be used along with funds granted to other regional jurisdictions to implement and support Extended Producer Responsibility as a joint group called the California Product Stewardship Council. M/s Hymel, Keen to approve and authorize JPA staff to accept this grant and recommend the JPA Board approve the appropriate budget adjustments to reflect the additional funding.  Motion unanimously approved.   
7. Reuse and Tire Recycling Grants Update.  Staff reported that the Marin County Department of Public works has received a Reuse Grant and a Tire Recycling Grant from the California Integrated Waste Management Board and will use these funds to implement countywide programs.

8. Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant.  Staff and Committee discussed the details of the Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant.  M/s Hymel, Nordhoff to recommend to the full JPA Approve the Grant at their November 9, 2006 meeting. Motion unanimously approved.

9. Open Time  Brad Mark of the San Rafael Fire Department reported that the first of three West Marin Household Hazardous Waste pick ups was successful and the program will prove to be more cost efficient than past events.
