Call to Order The Board of Directors meeting came to order at 8:30 AM.

 Approval of JPA Board Meeting Minutes from May 26, 2006  M/s Bonander, Nordhoff to approve the May 26, 2006 JPA Board Meeting Minutes.  The Motion was unanimously approved.
2. JPA AB 939 Local Task Force Appointments The Board discussed the Local Task Force vacancies and the Executive Committees recommended appointments M/s Bonander, Montgomery to recommend the JPA Board to appoint John Elam as the Sanitary District seat, and Ramin Khany to the Hauler/Facility Operator seat of the Local Task Force.  Motion was unanimously approved.

3. Zero Waste.  The Board discussed the two resolutions, a Zero Waste Resolution setting a goal of 80% landfill diversion by 2012 and zero waste by 2025, and a Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) Resolution that would allow JPA staff to support product take back legislation for Universal Waste products.  The Board further discussed the likelihood goals will be reached and the impact of these resolutions in making progress and making a statement.  M/s Nordhoff, Keen to approve and authorize the Board Chair to sign the Zero Waste and EPR resolutions.  Motion was unanimously approved..

4. CIWMB Household Hazardous Waste Grant and Budget Adjustment  The Board discussed the budget adjustments requested to accommodate the State Coordination Grant for region-wide Universal Waste Programs.  M/s Bonander, Rodericks to increase appropriations account 6180010000-5211500 and revenue account 6180010000-4530000 by $7,000.00 to accommodate the Grant.  Motion unanimously approved.   
5. Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant.  The Board discussed the details of the Novato Household Hazardous Waste Grant.  M/s Keen, Hymel to approve and authorize the Board Chair to execute the Household Hazardous Waste Grant. Motion unanimously approved.
