Call to Order The Executive Committee meeting came to order at 10:00 AM.

1. Approve Executive Committee minutes from January 24, 2007.  M/s Rodericks, Stutsman to approve the January 24, 2007 Executive Committee minutes.  The motion was unanimously approved.
2. Zero Waste Update by Supervisor Charles McGlashan. Supervisor McGlashan informed the Committee that he plans to present the issue of Plastic Grocery Bag and Expanded Polystyrene (Styrofoam) Bans to the County Board of Supervisors on May 15, 2007.  Direction from Mike Stone of Molly Stone, along with the lack of composting facilities has led Supervisor McGlashan to pursue a ban of all disposable bags.  Supervisor McGlashan stated that a bag ban can be enforced by the Department of Weights and Measures and a Styrofoam ban can be regulated by the Environmental Health Department.  McGlashan and Committee Members expressed an interest in having the County and Staff work towards a voluntary reduction in plastic bags.
3. FY 07-08 Budget, JPA Budget Sub-Committee budget Recommendation and Fee Schedule.  Staff reported the JPA budget 6.1 and 6.2 and the Household Hazardous Waste Facility were estimated to be within budget for current year.  Staff reported that due to the Five-Year Review of the Integrated Waste Management Plan a legal opinion may be necessary to determine if resolutions the JPA has passed affect the review process.  Bradley Mark of the San Rafael Fire Department gave an update of their Household Hazardous Waste Events, which began a discussion about the Marin Center’s E-Waste Recycling Event and its indication that the JPA needs more public outreach about its programs. M/s Hymel, Nordhoff to approve and recommend the 07-08 Budget to the full JPA.  The motion was unanimously approved.
4. Household Hazardous Waste(HHW) Program Grant Application.  Staff reported that the Integrated Waste Management Board is offering a HHW Infrastructure grant for up to $300,000 for the upgrade of Household Hazardous Waste Facilities.  Marin Sanitary Service is working with a lobbyist to put together a variation of the application that was submitted last year.  Staff also indicated that they are preparing a HHW Coordination Grant application for $7,000 to provide outreach surrounding Universal Waste Collection.  M/s Hymel, Rodericks to approve a resolution authorizing the JPA staff to submit an application for both HHW grants.  The motion was unanimously approved.

5. Local Task Force Report.  Staff presented the minutes and results of the March 22, 2007 Local Task Force meeting focusing on discussion surrounding polystyrene and plastic bag bans and other emerging issues.    Staff requested direction on plastic bag bans.  Matthew Hymel and Ken Norhoff suggested staff to draft model bag and polystyrene for  use following public education seeking voluntary action.  Supervisor McGlashan stated he would like to see the Local Task Force address the issues and evaluate tradeoffs of greenwaste digestion/composting versus use as Alternative Daily Cover (ADC).  Evan Edgar, a hired consultant for Marin Sanitary Service, Inc., stated that there are alternatives to ADC, a limit on capacity of composting facilities, and that Marin Sanitary Service is looking into developing some type of in-vessel digestion of organics.  

6. Open Time.  Supervisor McGlashan congratulated staff and the JPA for their involvement in the California Product Stewardship Council and that group’s impact on Statewide Extended Producer Responsibility legislation. Evan Edgar indicated that he would be assisting in the application process for the HHW Infrastructure Grant.  He will describe the JPA as a Multi-Jurisdictional Regional Agency, promote the HHW Facility’s public-private partnership, and focus the application towards sharps/syringe collection to make the application more appealing.  Ramin Khany informed the Committee that due to regulations and the proximity to the waterways tarps are not an option for cover at Redwood Landfill and that Greenwaste Alternative Daily Cover is presently the best option. Ramin also stated that they are interested in composting and did a pilot program with foodwaste and would like to develop a strictly greenwaste program, because the additional 40% of foodwaste became a problem in the past.
