Call to Order The Board of Directors meeting came to order at 9:00 AM.
1.
 Approval of JPA Board Meeting Minutes from November 9, 2006.  M/s Hymel, Bonander to approve JPA Board Meeting Minutes from November 9, 2006.  The Motion was unanimously approved.
2. Approve JPA FY 07-08 Budget, Contract, and Tipping Fee Resolution The Board and staff discussed the Budget and County Contract.  Staff reported the changes in the budget tipping fee decreased 2 cents per ton,  HHW facility expansion, grant funding, support of Zero Waste legislation, State mandates for large venue and new development recycling, and the JPA Over Site Committee’s request for more outreach.  County Contract expenditures budgeted for salaries, wages, rent and indirect County overhead are contract amounts for these services.  M/s Keen, Bonander to recommend the JPA Board approve the FY 07-08 budget, Household Hazardous Waste Contract with the City of San Rafael, County Contract and Tipping Fee Schedule and Fee Resolution.  Motion was unanimously approved.

3. 2006 Financial Statements and Auditor’s Report.  Staff reported the auditor found no exceptions.  Staff reported the Audit indicated JPA fees are down and assets are up. The Board discussed the Auditors Report with staff.  M/s Bonander, Montgomery to accept the Auditor’s Report.  Motion was unanimously approved.
4. Plastics Update The Board discussed plastic bag and polystyrene ban options.  Staff reported some neighboring counties had adopted polystyrene take-out container bans and San Francisco had adopted a plastic bag ban.  The Board discussed working with grocery stores to achieve voluntary compliance to replace single use bags with reusable ones.  Additionally, the Board requested staff to work on developing model ordinances for polystyrene and plastic bag bans to be used once the voluntary compliance efforts run their coarse.  Staff will begin distributing reusable bags and Mollie Stones has agreed to giveaway 10,000 bags to kick off the voluntary campaign.  Marin Sanitary and Redwood Landfill stated they would contribute 2,500 bags to the JPA’s reusable bag give a way.  M/s Bonander, Hymel directing staff to included development of model polystyrene and single use bag ban ordinances and reusable bag campaign to the FY 07-08 Workplan.  Motion was unanimously approved

5. Executive Committee Report The Board reviewed the Executive Committee Reports from January 24, 2007 to April 25, 2007.  There were no further comments.
